Growing up, did you have a favorite place in 
your house? Was there a particular room or corner 
that just felt comfortable? After a long day at school 
or work, did you have a bed to fall into, a couch 
where you could collapse? It was a place you could 
unwind, let down your guard, relax. We all need a 
safe place. You might have run home when you felt 
scared. You might have sought refuge in your room 
when you felt angry or alone. What kind of safe place 
does God provide? Have you sought shelter in Him?  

  How do we know weôre at home? We feel 
comfortable. We have the ability to relax, to unwind.  
It is a place we feel safe.   

 Perhaps you are familiar with the Academy 
Award winning movie, The Blind Side. The film tells 
the story of Michael Oher, a homeless and trauma-
tized boy who became an All-American football   
player and first round NFL draft pick with the help of  
a caring woman and her family. Sandra Bullock won 
an Oscar playing the role of the mother who takes 
Michael in. Michael had been abandoned by his 
mother. He was homeless and lived on the street.  

 Michael has experienced so many disappoint-
ments and upheavals that he has learned to pack 
light, knowing that his homes are usually temporary. 
His wardrobe consists of the clothes on his back and 
a plastic bag with an extra T-shirt in it.  

  The Tuohys have an impressive mansion. But 
they do not keep it just for themselves. They make 
room for Michael. He experiences a taste of what 
Godôs heavenly mansion may include: plenty of 
space and comfort, a place to stretch out.   

 At one point, Leigh Anne asks a simple, direct 
question, ñDo you want to stay here?ò Michaelôs    
answer is equally forthright, ñI donôt want to go any-
where else.ò  

 What a clear definition of home. It is the place 
that provides such comfort that we donôt want to go 
anywhere else.  

  When Leigh Anne ushers Michael into his 
own room, we see how many basic needs we take for 
granted.   

Leigh Anne: Over here you have a desk, a chest 
of drawers, a nightstand, a light, an alarm. And 
Sean says all the pro athletes use futons if they 
canôt find a bed big enough. So I got you one of 
those. Of course, the frame was heinous ï not 
about to let that in my house. But I got you some-
thing nicer. 

Michael: Itôs mine?

Leigh Anne: Yes, sir...What? 

Michael: Never had one before. 

Leigh Anne: What? A room to yourself? 

Michael: A bed. 

Leigh Anne: Well, you have one now. 

 The scene reminds us of all the things we take 
for granted, the things we forget to offer our thanks for 
to God. It also speaks to the idea of home. Where do 
you feel safest? Where do you feel most at home?  

 And it also speaks to making room for others. 
Jesus was born in a stable because there was no room 
for him. Have you made room for Jesus in your life? 
Who have you made room for? What kind of shelter 
could you provide for others in our community or even 
overseas? These are great questions for us to ponder 
this advent season.
